Such goals can be achieved in a week or less, or two weeks, or possibly, 

months. It should be remembered that just as a building is no stronger than its foundation, 

long-term goals cannot amount to very much without the achievement of solid short-term 

goals, Upon completing our short-term goals, we should date the occasion and then add new 

short-term goals that will build on those that have been completed.
